AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SUTTON, NEBRASKA, AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF GENERAL OBLIGATION WATER BONDS, SERIES 2007, OF THE CITY OF SUTTON, IN THE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF SIX HUNDRED FIFTY THOUSAND DOLLARS ($650,000) TO PAY THE COST OF MAINTENANCE, EXTENSIONS, IMPROVEMENTS AND ENLARGEMENTS OF THE CITY’S EXISTING WATER SYSTEM; PRESCRIBING THE FORM OF SAID BONDS; PROVIDING FOR THE LEVY OF TAXES TO PAY THE SAME; AND PROVIDING FOR PUBLICATION OF THE ORDINANCE IN PAMPHLET FORM.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY CONCIL OF THE CITY OF SUTTON, NEBRASKA:

Council Member Figi moved that the statutory rule requiring an ordinance to be fully and distinctly read on three different days be suspended.  Council Member Schelkopf seconded the motion to suspend the rules and upon roll call vote on the motion the following City Council voted YEA: Figi, Schelkopf, Boals, Plettner. The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the members elected to the City Council, and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of said Ordinance.

Moved by Plettner and seconded by Boals that pay request No. 1 from General Excavating be approved in the amount of $146, 436.77 as recommended by Olsson Associates.  Roll: AYES: Plettner, Boals, Schelkopf, Figi. NAYS: None. Motion carried.

Moved by Figi and seconded by Plettner to submit the plan review of the water extension on West Ash out to Van Kirk’s to the Dept. of Health at a cost of $465.  Roll: AYES: Figi, Plettner, Boals, Schelkopf. NAYS: None. Motion carried.

Moved by Figi and seconded by Schelkopf to go out for bid for the water extension on West Ash and open them on May 18th.  Roll: AYES: Figi, Schelkopf, Boals, Plettner.  NAYS: None. Motion carried.  

Paving and storm sewer was discussed for Grandview Sub Division.  Moved by Figi and seconded by Plettner to send in the plan review to the DEQ and the Department of Health, with a Check in the amount of $325 be sent with the plans to the Dept. of Health.  Roll: AYES: Figi, Plettner, Schelkopf, Boals. NAYS: None. Motion carried.

Moved by Plettner and seconded by Schelkopf to approve the engineering costs by Olsson Associates to redo the plans and specs and review the bid documents for a wading pool.  Roll:  AYES: Plettner, Schelkopf, Boals, Figi. NAYS: None. Motion carried.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE SCHEDULE OF RATES CHARGED TO USERS OF SANITARY SEWER AND WATER SERVICES; TO REPEAL ALL ORDINANCES OR PARTS OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH AND TO PROVIDE WHEN THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BE IN FULL FORCE AND TAKE EFFECT:
