Moved by Plettner and seconded by Schelkopf that the special designated liquor permit for Maury’s Place for a wedding dance at the Sutton Community Senior Center on February 10, 2007 be approved.  Roll: AYES: Plettner, Schelkopf, Figi, Boals. NAYS: None.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held with Bonnie Drudik and Janele Nuss concerning dog issues.

Moved by Figi and seconded by Plettner to accept the semi-annual report from the Citizen Advisory Review Committee board stating that the balance in the LB840 fund is $40,448.76.  Roll: AYES: Figi, Plettner, Boals, Schelkopf.  NAYS: None.  Motion carried.
Jeff Palik of Olsson Associates was present to update the council on the Municipal Water Improvements.  All permits have been filed and is ready to be sent to Health & Human services for their approval.  A check for $2,958 will have to be included with the plans.  Moved by Figi and seconded by Schelkopf to approve the plans and send to Health & Human Services.  Roll: AYES: Figi, Schelkopf, Boals, Plettner. NAYS: None. Motion carried.
Moved by Schelkopf and seconded by Figi to approve the final plans and specs and go out for bid for the Municipal Water improvements 2007. Roll: AYES: Schelkopf, Figi, Plettner, Boals.  NAYS: None. Motion carried.

Moved by Plettner and seconded by Boals to authorize the Mayor’s signature on the Safe Route to School Grant.  Roll: AYES: Plettner, Boals, Schelkopf, Figi. NAYS: None. Motion carried.

Electrical Rate increases were discussed and reviewed.  To keep up with NPPD’s increases we need to increase our rates by 1.02%.  Moved by Schelkopf and seconded by Plettner to have staff draw up an ordinance for electric rate increase for the February meting.  Roll: AYES: Schelkopf, Plettner, Figi, Boals. NAYS: None. Motion carried.
A special meeting was set for January 23rd for the audit report.
