In new business, Dennis Shepard of Ong has a medical claim against the City. As he was not here to present the claim there was no action at this time.

Jeff Palik of Olsson Associates was present to go over the Euclid/Ash street sewer extension.  Moved by Boals and seconded by Plettner to approve the plans as submitted.  Roll: AYES: Boals, Plettner, Figi, Schelkopf. NAYS: None. Motion carried.

Council reviewed the wheeling charges from South Central Public Power District and NPPD production cost adjustments.

Per the auditor’s request council reviewed the base rate for Ambulance services.  Moved by Figi and seconded by Plettner to raise the base rate to $400 from $225 for ambulance calls.   Roll: AYES: Figi, Plettner, Boals, Schelkopf. NAYS: none. Motion carried.
Moved by Schelkopf and seconded by Figi to approve Resolution No. 2007-3 declaring surplus property and to dispose of them at the County Auction.  Roll: AYES: Schelkopf, Figi, Plettner, Boals. NAYS: Motion carried.

The vacation of Alleys and roads was not ready at this time.

The ball field improvements were discussed.  Council directed staff to participate in the cost share of the improvements at a not to exceed $5,000.  

Moved by Figi and seconded by Plettner for the Electric Department to loan the Sutton Community Redevelopment Authority $123,000 or exact amount at 5
% to pay off the loans they with the banks for the spec building even though it is not in default to save in interest.  Roll: AYES: Figi, Plettner, Boals, Schelkopf. NAYS: None. Motion carried.

Moved by Plettner and seconded by Schelkopf to approve the board appointments of Danny Russell on the park board and Jarrod Griess on the tree board.  Roll: AYES: Plettner, Schelkopf, Boals, Figi. NAYS: None.  Motion carried.

A special meeting was set for March 27th at 7:30 p.m. 

There being no further business, it was moved by Figi and seconded by Plettner to adjourn the meeting.
