Moved by Plettner and seconded by Figi to approve pay request No. 1 to Van Kirk Bros for Grandview Sub-Division in the amount of $108,513.95.  Roll: AYES: Plettner, Figi, Boals, Schelkopf. NAYS: None. Motion carried.

Council Member Figi introduced Ordinance No. 275 entitled:

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE AND SALE OF BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES, SERIES 2007, OF THE CITY OF SUTTON, NEBRASKA, OF THE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF THREE HUNDRED EIGHTY THOUSAND DOLLARS ($380,000) FOR THE PURPOSE OF PROVIDING INTERIM FINANCING FOR A PORTION OF THE COSTS OF CONSTRUCTING IMPORVEMENTS IN STREET INPROVEMENT DISTRICT NO. 2007-1, SANITARY SEWER EXTENSION DISTRICT NO. 2007-1, AND WATER EXTENSION DISTRICT NO. 2007-1; PENDING THE ISSUANCE OF PERMANENT GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS; PRESCRIBING THE FORM OF SAID NOTES; AGREEING TO ISSUE GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS TO PAY THE NOTES AT MATUITY OR TO PAY THE NOTES FROM OTHER AVAILABLE UNDS; AND ENTERING INTO A CONTRACT ON BEHALF OF THE CITY WITH THE HOLDER OF SAID NOTES.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SUTTON, NEBRASKA:

Council Member Figi moved that the statutory rule requiring an ordinance to be fully and distinctly read on three different days be suspended.  Council Member Boals seconded the motion to suspend the rules and upon roll call vote on the motion the following City Council voted YEA: Figi, Boals, Schelkopf, Plettner.  The 
following voted NAY: None. The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the members elected to the City Council, and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of said Ordinance.


Thereupon said Ordinance No. 275 was then read by title and thereafter Council Member Figi moved for final passage of the ordinance, which motion was seconded by Council Member Plettner.  The Mayor then stated the question was "Shall Ordinance No. 275 be passed and adopted?"  Upon roll call vote on the motion the following City Council voted YEA: Figi, Plettner, Boals, Schelkopf.  The following voted NAY: None.  The motion having been adopted by three-fourths of the members elected to the City Council as provided by law, was by the Mayor declared passed and adopted and the Ordinance adopted and the Mayor in the presence of the City Council signed and approved the Ordinance and the Clerk attested the passage and approval of the same and affixed her signature thereto.
Moved by Figi and seconded by Plettner to approve pay request No. 1 and final to Van Kirk Bros. for the sewer extension in the amount of  $15,295.96.  Roll: AYES: Figi, Plettner, Schelkopf, Boals. NAYS: None. Motion carried.

Council directed staff to handle the Sutton Historical Society calendar ad.

Moved by Figi and seconded Boals to accept the high bids of Terry Scheidemann for the Crown $660 and Tracey Landenburger for the 1977 dodge pickup for $350. Moved by Plettner and seconded by Figi to approve the special designated liquor permit for the Sutton Legion on September 8th at the community center for a wedding dance.  Roll: AYES: Plettner, Figi, Schelkopf, Boals. NAYS: Motion carried.

Moved by Figi and seconded by Plettner to approve the special designated liquor permit for Rolfes Tavern on September 15th at the community center for a wedding dance.  Roll: AYES: Figi, Plettner, Boals, Schelkopf. NAYS: None. Motion carried.

There being no further business it was moved by Figi and seconded by Plettner to adjourn the meeting.  Roll:  All AYES.
