In new business, Mayor Hale opened the public hearing at 8:07 p.m. Purpose of the public hearing was to hear testimony for or against the proposed one and six year road plan.  Mayor Hale asked for public comment.  There being no comments, Mayor Hale closed the public hearing at 8:08 pm.   Moved by Figi and seconded by Schelkopf that resolution number 2007-1 be adopted approving the One and Six Year Road Plan.  Roll: AYES: Figi, Schelkopf, Boals, Plettner. NAYS: None. Motion carried.
Bids were opened publicly February 9th for the Municipal Water Improvements. Three bids were received as follows: General Excavating of Lincoln NE: Base amount $496,898.43 & Alternate bid of $606,052.74, Judd’s Bros. of Lincoln NE: Base amount of $509,979.70 & Alternate bid of $603,009.70, and Van Kirk Bros. of Sutton NE: Base amount $536,813.96 & alternate bid of $688,762.96.  Moved by Plettner and seconded by Boals to accept the bid from General Excavating of Lincoln, NE for the Base Bid of $496,898.43 upon approval from HHS.  Roll: AYES: Plettner, Boals, Schelkopf, Figi.  NAYS: None. Motion carried.
Moved by Figi and seconded by Plettner to approve the construction phase services from Olsson Associates for the Municipal Water Improvements in the amount not to exceed $44,450.00.  Roll: AYES: Figi, Plettner, Boals, Schelkopf. NAYS: None. Motion carried.

Moved by Schelkopf and seconded by Figi to approve the subdivision proposal from Olsson Associates in the amount not to exceed $10,720.00.  Roll: AYES: Schelkopf, Figi, Plettner, Boals. NAYS: None.  Motion carried.

Moved by Figi and seconded by Schelkopf to approve the special designated liquor permit for the SVFD for their annual fund raiser dance on March 31st at the fire hall.  Roll: AYES: Figi, Schelkopf, Boals, Plettner. NAYS: None. Motion carried.

Moved by Figi and seconded by Schelkopf to adopt Resolution NO. 2007 – 2 stating that the City of Sutton applies for assistance from the Safe Routes to School Program for the purpose of sidewalk improvements.  Roll: AYES: Figi, Schelkopf, Bolas, Plettner. NAYS: None. Motion carried.

AN ORDINANCE TO REVISE ALL THE ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF SUTTON BY ADOPTING THE NEBRASKA BASIC CODE OF ORDINANCES, 2007, TO REPEAL PRIOR ORDINANCES; TO REQUIRE FILINGS; AND TO PROVIDE AND EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL/CHAIRPERSON AND BOARD OF THE TRUSTEES OF THE CITY OF SUTTON, CLAY COUNTY, NEBRASKA:


Council Member Figi moved that the statutory rule requiring an ordinance to be fully and distinctly read on three different days be suspended.  Council Member Plettner seconded the motion to suspend the rules and upon roll call vote on the motion the following City Council voted YEA: Figi, Plettner, Boals, Schelkopf. The following voted NAY: None. The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the members elected to the City Council, and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of said Ordinance.


Thereupon said Ordinance No. 265 was then read by title and thereafter Council Member Plettner moved for final passage of the ordinance, which motion was seconded by Council Member Schelkopf.  The Mayor then stated the question was "Shall Ordinance No. 265 be passed and adopted?"  Upon roll call vote on the motion the following City Council voted YEA: Plettner, Schelkopf, Boals, Figi. The following voted NAY: None. The motion having been adopted by three-fourths of the members elected to the City Council as provided by law, was by the Mayor declared passed and adopted and the Ordinance adopted and the Mayor in the presence of the City Council signed and approved the Ordinance and the Clerk attested the passage and approval of the same and affixed her signature thereto.

Council Member Figi introduced Ordinance No. 262 entitled: 

AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING SECTION 93.45(C) OF THE CITY OF SUTTON, NEBRASKA, MUNICIPAL CODE PROHIBITING THE POSSESSION OF A DANGEROUS DOG WITHIN CITY LIMITS.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS OF THE CITY OF SUTTON, NEBRASKA:

Council Member Figi moved that the statutory rule requiring an ordinance to be fully and distinctly read on three different days be suspended.  Council Member Plettner seconded the motion to suspend the rules and upon roll call vote on the motion the following City Council voted YEA: Figi, Plettner, Schelkopf. The following voted NAY: Boals. The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the members elected to the City Council, and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of said Ordinance.


Thereupon said Ordinance No. 262 was then read by title and thereafter Council Member Figi moved for final passage of the ordinance, which motion was seconded by Council Member Plettner.  The Mayor then stated the question was "Shall Ordinance No. 262 be passed and adopted?"  Upon roll call vote on the motion the following City Council voted YEA: Figi, Plettner, Schelkopf, Boals.  The following voted NAY: None. The motion having been adopted by three-fourths of the members elected to the City Council as provided by law, was by the Mayor declared passed and adopted and the Ordinance adopted and the Mayor in the presence of the City Council signed and approved the Ordinance and the Clerk attested the passage and approval of the same and affixed her signature thereto.

B.J. Smith was present to discuss Base Ball Field improvements.

Council received a letter from the Sutton Development Corporation stating that they intend to develop a single family housing development on Lots 1, 2, 11 & 12 in Block 5; all of Block 4 and all of Block 3 of Clark’s Second Addition to the City of Sutton.  In order to facilitate a needed replat of the area they are requesting the following ROW’s and alleys be vacated: Beach St from the intersection of beach St. and Euclid Ave to the intersection of beach St and Myra Ave; Roy Ave from the intersection of Roy Ave and beach St to the intersection of Roy Ave and Ash St; Myra Ave from the intersection of Myra Ave and Beach St to the intersection of Myra Ave and Ash St and the alleys in blocks 3, 4 & 5 in Clark’s Second Addition.  Council directed staff to draw up an ordinance and have it ready for the March 13th council meeting.

Council member Figi introduced Ordinance No. 263 entitled:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SUTTON, NEBRASKA, TO AMEND SECTION 32.02 (A) (1) OF THE MUNICIOPAL CODE, FOR THE CITY OF SUTTON, TO REPEAL PRIOR ORDINANCES; AND TO PROVIDE FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE:

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SUTTON, NEBRASKA:

The motion having been adopted by three-fourths of the members elected to the City Council as provided by law, was by the Mayor declared passed and adopted and the Ordinance adopted and the Mayor in the presence of the City Council signed and approved the Ordinance and the Clerk attested the passage and approval of the same and affixed her signature thereto.

Council member Figi introduced Ordnance No. 264 entitled:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SUTTON, NEBRASKA, ESTABLISHING RATES TO BE CHARGED BY SUTTON LIGHT AND WATER DEPARTMENT FOR ELECTRICAL SERVICES TO THE PUBLIC AND REPEALING ALL OTHER RATES OR ORDINANCES AND PART OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT WITH THE PROVISIONS OF THIS ORDINANCE.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS OF THE CITY OF SUTTON, NEBRASKA:

Council Member Figi moved that the statutory rule requiring an ordinance to be fully and distinctly read on three different days be suspended.  Council Member Plettner seconded the motion to suspend the rules and upon roll call vote on the motion the following City Council voted YEA: Figi, Plettner, Boals, Schelkopf. The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the members elected to the City Council, and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of said Ordinance.


Thereupon said Ordinance No. 264 was then read by title and thereafter Council Member Boals moved for final passage of the ordinance, which motion was seconded by Council Member Schelkopf.  The Mayor then stated the question was "Shall Ordinance No. 264 be passed and adopted?"  Upon roll call vote on the motion the following City Council voted YEA: Boals, Schelkopf, Figi, Plettner.  The following voted NAY: None. The motion having been adopted by three-fourths of the members elected to the City Council as provided by law, was by the Mayor declared passed and adopted and the Ordinance adopted and the Mayor in the presence of the City Council signed and approved the Ordinance and the Clerk attested the passage and approval of the same and affixed her signature thereto.

Moved by Plettner and seconded by Figi to approve the special designated liquor permit for Rolfes Tavern for a wedding dance at the Sutton Community Senior Center on March 31st from 5:00 p.m. – 1:00 a.m.  Roll: AYES: Plettner, Figi, Schelkopf, Boals.  NAYS: None. Motion Carried.

Moved by Figi and seconded by Plettner to approve the bid from Bochman Inc. of Lincoln, NE to do asbestos removal at 302 S. Butler (old Farley Property) before it can be burned down at a cost of $2,950.00.  The property has been condemned.  All costs will be assessed back to the property. Roll: AYES: Figi, Plettner, Boals, Schelkopf. NAYS: None. Motion carried. 

Employee evaluations were last on the agenda. Moved by Figi and seconded by Plettner to go into executive session do discuss evaluations at 9:25 p.m.  Roll: AYES: Figi, Plettner, Boals, Schelkopf.  NAYS: none. Motion carried.

Moved by Boals and seconded by Schelkopf to go out of executive session at 9:50 p.m.  Roll: AYES: Boals, Schelkopf, Figi, Plettner.  NAYS: None. Motion carried.

Moved by Boals and seconded by Schelkopf to set the following wage increases for the following employees: Electric Foreman – 3%, Electric Lineman - $13.50/hr, Two librarians - $.25,  UB Clerk – 3%, Part Time Office $.25, Public Works Foreman – 3%, Public Works help  – 3%, Public Works Help  - $12.65/hr.  Roll: AYES: Boals, Schelkopf, Figi, Plettner.  NAYS: None. Motion Carried.

There being no further business, it was moved by Figi and seconded by Plettner to adjourn the meeting.  Roll:  All ayes.
