PROCEEDINGS OF THE SUTTON CITY COUNCIL SPECIAL MEETING HELD TUESDAY, MARCH 27, 2007 AT 7:30 P.M. AT CITY HALL, 122 S. SAUNDERS AVE.
Mayor Hale called the meeting to order at 7:30 P.M. 

Mayor Hale informed the public about the location of the Open Meetings Act posted on the wall in the back of the Council Chambers and accessible to members of the public.
Roll Call: Present: Mayor Hale, Council Members, Figi, Plettner, Schelkopf. Absent: Boals.
Notice of this meeting was given in advanced thereof by publication in the Clay County News on March 22, 2007, a copy of the proof of publication being attached to these minutes.  Notice of meeting was simultaneously given to the Mayor and all members of the City Council.  Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advanced notice to the Mayor and all members of the City Council of this meeting.  All proceedings hereafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the public.
Dennis Shepard of Ong was present to present to the council a medical claim for injuries his wife received on or about March 3rd on East Forrest Street.  Mr. Shepard stated that his wife slipped on black ice and feels that the City should be held responsible for the medial claims.  Moved by Figi and seconded by Schelkopf to deny the current medial claims and all future claims from Dennis Shepard and turn them into the Cities insurance company.  Roll:  AYES: Figi, Schelkopf, Plettner. NAYS: None. Absent: Boals.  Motion carried.
Ron McElfresh and Mike Zoucha were present to discuss with the council the driveway that starts on West Maple and leads down to Ron McElfresh’s house.  
Council member Figi introduced Ordinance No. 266 entitled:  
AN ORDINANCE TO VACATE THAT PORTION OF
Beach Street from the Northwest corner of Lot 6, Block 8, to the Southwest corner of Lot 7, Block 5; thence along the southern boundary line of Block 5 and Block 4 to the Southeast corner of Lot 12, Block 4; thence South to the Northeast corner of Lot 1, Block 9; thence West along the North boundary line of Block 9 and Block 8 to the Northwest corner of Lot 6, Block 8; AND Beach Street from the Southwest corner of Lot 7, Block 3, along the South boundary line of Block 3, to the Southwest corner of Lot 7, Block 2; thence South to the Northwest corner of Lot 6, Block 11; thence West along the North boundary line of Block 10 to the Northwest corner of Lot 6, Block 10; thence North to the Southwest corner of Lot 7, Block 3; AND Roy Avenue from the Southeast corner of Lot 12, Block 5; thence North to the Northeast corner of Lot 1, Block 5; thence East to the Northwest corner of Lot 6, Block 4; thence South to the Southwest corner of Lot 7, Block 4; thence West to the Southeast corner of Lot 12, Block 5; AND Myra Avenue from the Southeast corner of Lot 12, Block 3; thence North to the Northeast corner of Lot 1, Block 3; thence East to the Northwest corner of Lot 6, Block 2; thence South to the Southwest corner of Lot 7, Block 2; thence West to the Southeast corner of Lot 12, Block 3; AND the alley in Block 3, beginning at the Southeast corner of Lot 1, Block 3; thence along the South boundary line of said Lots 1 through 6 to the Southwest corner of Lot 6, Block 3; thence South to the Northwest corner of Lot 7, Block 3 and along the North boundary line of Lots 7 through 12, Block 3 to the Northeast corner of Lot 12, Block 3; thence North to the Southeast corner of Lot 1, Block 3; AND the alley in Block 4 beginning at the Southeast corner of Lot 1, Block 4; thence along the South boundary line of Lots 1 through 6 to the Southwest corner of Lot 6, Block 4; thence South to the Northwest corner of Lot 7, Block 4; thence East on the North boundary line of Lots 7 through 12 to the Northeast corner of Lot 12, Block 4; thence North to the Southeast corner of Lot 1, Block 4; AND the alley in Block 5 beginning at the Southeast corner of Lot 1, Block ; thence West to the Southwest corner of Lot 2, Block 5; thence South to the Northwest corner of Lot 11, Block 5; thence East to the Northeast corner of Lot 12, Block 5; thence North to the Southeast corner of Lot 1, Block 5; ALL in Clark's Second Addition to the City of Sutton, Clay County, Nebraska;
DETERMINING THAT NO DAMAGE WILL BE SUSTAINED BY PROPERTY OWNERS OR CITIZENS BY SUCH VACATION; DIRECTING THE RECORDING OF A CERTIFIED COPY OF THIS ORDINANCE AND TO PROVIDE WHEN THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BE IN FULL FORCE AND EFFECT.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SUTTON, CLAY COUNTY, NEBRASKA:

Council Member Figi moved that the statutory rule requiring an ordinance to be fully and distinctly read on three different days be suspended.  Council Member Plettner seconded the motion to suspend the rules and upon roll call vote on the motion the following City Council voted YEA: Figi, Plettner, Schelkopf.  The following voted NAY: None.  Absent: Boals. The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the members elected to the City Council, and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of said Ordinance.


Thereupon said Ordinance No. 266 was then read by title and thereafter Council Member Figi moved for final passage of the ordinance, which motion was seconded by Council Member Schelkopf.  The Mayor then stated the question was "Shall Ordinance No. 266 be passed and adopted?"  Upon roll call vote on the motion the following City Council voted YEA: Figi, Schelkopf, Plettner. The following voted NAY: None.  Absent: Boals. The motion having been adopted by three-fourths of the members elected to the City Council as provided by law, was by the Mayor declared passed and adopted and the Ordinance adopted and the Mayor in the presence of the City Council signed and approved the Ordinance and the Clerk attested the passage and approval of the same and affixed her signature thereto.  
Council Member Plettner introduced Ordinance NO. 267 entitled:

AN ORDINANCE VACATING A PART OF THE PLAT OF CLARK’S SECOND ADDITION TO THE CITY OF SUTTON, CLAY COUNTY, NEBRASKA AND TO REPEAL ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT WITH THIS ORDINANCE.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SUTTON, CLAY COUNTY, NEBRASKA:


Council Member Plettner moved that the statutory rule requiring an ordinance to be fully and distinctly read on three different days be suspended.  Council Member Schelkopf seconded the motion to suspend the rules and upon roll call vote on the motion the following City Council voted YEA: Plettner, Schelkopf, Figi.  The following voted NAY: None.  Absent: Boals. The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the members elected to the City Council, and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of said Ordinance.


Thereupon said Ordinance No. 267 was then read by title and thereafter Council Member Figi moved for final passage of the ordinance, which motion was seconded by Council Member Plettner.  The Mayor then stated the question was "Shall Ordinance No. 267 be passed and adopted?"  Upon roll call vote on the motion the following City Council voted YEA: Figi, Plettner, Schelkopf. The following voted NAY: None.  Absent: Boals. The motion having been adopted by three-fourths of the members elected to the City Council as provided by law, was by the Mayor declared passed and adopted and the Ordinance adopted and the Mayor in the presence of the City Council signed and approved the Ordinance and the Clerk attested the passage and approval of the same and affixed her signature thereto.  
Water and Electric Rates were discussed and reviewed.  Council directed staff to draw up an ordinance to increase electric rates by 2.6% as NPPD will be increasing their rates to help cover costs from the January 1st storm.  Council also directed staff to draw up an ordinance increasing water rates $2 for the April 10th regular meeting.  

There being no further business, it was moved by Figi and seconded by Plettner to adjourn the meeting at 8:21 p.m.
