PROCEEDINGS OF THE SUTTON CITY COUNCIL SPECIAL MEETING HELD TUESDAY, MAY 22, 2007 AT 7:30 P.M. AT CITY HALL, 122 S. SAUNDERS AVE.
Mayor Hale called the meeting to order at 7:30 P.M. 

Mayor Hale informed the public about the location of the Open Meeting Act posted on the wall in the back of the Council Chambers and accessible to members of the public.
Roll Call: Present: Mayor Hale, Council Members, Figi, Schelkopf, Boals. Absent: Plettner.
Notice of this meeting was given in advanced thereof by publication in the Clay County News on May 17, 2007, a copy of the proof of publication being attached to these minutes.  Notice of meeting was simultaneously given to the Mayor and all members of the City Council.  Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advanced notice to the Mayor and all members of the City Council of this meeting.  All proceedings hereafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the public.
Three bids were received for the Ash Street water main improvements as follows: Thomas Construction of Lincoln NE, $176,459.72, General Excavation of Lincoln NE, $81,251.18 and VanKirk Bros of Sutton, $74,535.69. Moved by Figi and seconded by Schelkopf to approve the bid from Van Kirk Bros. Contracting in the amount of $74,535.69 for the Ash Street water main improvements as recommended from Olsson Associates.  Roll: AYES: Figi, Schelkopf, Boals. NAYS: None. Absent: Plettner. Motion carried.
Council Member Figi introduced Ordinance No. 272 entitled:


AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SUTTON, NEBRASKA, CREAT​ING A STREET IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT WITHIN THE CITY OF SUTTON TO BE KNOWN AS STREET IMPROVE​MENT DISTRICT NO. 2007-1; DEFINING THE BOUNDARIES OF SAID DISTRICT AND THE PROPERTY CONTAINED THEREIN; AND, PROVIDING FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF IMPROVEMENTS THEREIN CONSISTING OF GRADING AND CONSTRUCTION OF CONCRETE PAVING WITH INTEGRAL CURB AND GUTTER, STORM SEWER AND OTHER NECESSARY APPURTENANT IMPROVEMENTS AS MAY BE INCIDEN​TAL THERETO.
