In new business, Mayor Hale opened the public hearing at 8:06 P.M. Purpose of the public hearing is to hear testimony for or against the  budget amendment for 2006/2007.  Mayor Hale asked for comments from the public.  There being no public comments, Mayor Hale closed the public hearing at 8:07 p.m.  Council member Plettner introduced Ordinance No. 276 entitled:
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NUMBER 258 OF THE CITY OF SUTTON, NEBRASKA, FOR APPROPRIATING MONEY TO PAY THE NECESSARY EXPENSES AND LIABILITIES OF THE CITY OF SUTTON, NEBRASKA  FOR THE FISCAL YEAR ENDING SEPTEMBER 30, 2007.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SUTTON, CLAY COUNTY, NEBRASKA:

Council Member Plettner moved that the statutory rule requiring an ordinance to be fully and distinctly read on three different days be suspended.  Council Member Figi seconded the motion to suspend the rules and upon roll call vote on the motion the following City Council voted YEA: Plettner, Figi, Schelkopf, Boals.  The following voted  NAY: None.   The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the members elected to the City Council, and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of said Ordinance.


Thereupon said Ordinance No. 276 was then read by title and thereafter Council Member Figi moved for final passage of the ordinance, which motion was seconded by Council Member Plettner.  The Mayor then stated the question was "Shall Ordinance No. 276 be passed and adopted?"  Upon roll call vote on the motion the following City Council voted YEA: Figi, Plettner, Boals, Schelkopf . The following voted NAY: None.  The motion having been adopted by three-fourths of the members elected to the City Council as provided by law, was by the Mayor declared passed and adopted and the Ordinance adopted and the Mayor in the presence of the City Council signed and approved the Ordinance and the Clerk attested the passage and approval of the same and affixed her signature thereto.
Mayor Hale opened another public hearing at 8:09 P.M. for the purpose of hearing support, opposition, criticism, suggestions or observations of taxpayers relating to the proposed budget for 2007/2008.  Mayor Hale asked for comments from the public.  There being no comments the public hearing was closed at 8:10 P.M.  Council member Figi introduced Ordinance No. 277 entitled:
AN ORDINANCE TO ADOPT THE BUDGET STATEMENT TO BE TERMED THE ANNUAL APPROPRIATION BILL; TO APPROPRIATE SUMS FOR NECESSARY EXPENSES AND LIABILITIES; TO PROVIDE FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE:

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SUTTON, NEBRASKA:

Moved by Plettner and seconded by Boals approve the additional 1% increase in the total 2006-2007 funds subject to limitation.  Roll: AYES: Plettner, Boals, Schelkopf, Figi.  NAYS: None. Motion carried.
Mayor Hale opened the public hearing at 8:11 P.M for the purpose of hearing support, opposition, criticism, suggestions or observations of taxpayers relating to setting the final tax request at a different amount than the prior year tax request.  Mayor Hale asked for comments from the public.  There being no comments from the public, Mayor Hale closed the public hearing at 8:12 P.M.  Moved by Figi and seconded by Schelkopf to adopt Resolution No. 2007-10 setting the final tax request.  Roll: AYES: Figi, Schelkopf, Bolas, Plettner. NAYS: None.  Motion carried.

RESOLUTION NO. 2007-10
WHEREAS,  Nebraska Revised Statute 77-1601.02 provides that the property tax request for the prior year shall be the property tax request for the current year for purposes of the levy set by the County Board of Equalization unless the governing Body of the City of Sutton passes by a majority vote a resolution or ordinance setting the tax request at a different amount; and

WHEREAS, a special public hearing was held as required by law to hear and consider comments concerning the property tax request; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the City of Sutton that the property tax request for the current year be a different amount than the property tax request for the prior year.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Governing Body of the City of Sutton, Nebraska, by a majority vote, resolves that:

1. The 2007-2008 property tax request be set at $557,537.

2. A copy of this resolution be certified and forwarded to the County Clerk on or before October 13, 2007.
