trim limbs. These items can be disposed of at the City compost dump ;

for no charge in their respective areas. Please empty any plastic

or paper bags of leaves as paper & plastic bags are not
permitted at the compost. It is prohibited to blow or-

sweep leaves or grass clippings into the streets.

Saturdays Only 9am — 5pm

Each property owner, landlord or renter of is responsible to
keep yards maintained and clear of items in their yard that can
create a health hazard to

themselves and/or others. Some
general offenses may include, but are

not limited to the following: used or
abandoned appliances, litter or waste
material, filthy substances which may §§
contaminate wells or springs, unsightly

or abandoned buildings, animal
manure and abandoned or
nonworking vehicles. A full list of
nuisances may be obtained at
City Hall. A copy of the State Statue 91.20 in General regulations

(Title #9) can also be obtained at City Hall to clarify the list.
